than 70 years ago, the
newlyweds Tony and Anna Bongiorno moved

to Duxbury. They purchased seven acres of land for
four hundred dollars and proceeded to set up a
chicken farm. During the war years, operating out
of a small shop in Quincy, Tony sold a maxi-
mum of two chickens a person to people waiting in
long lines.

Tony and Anna are now
deceased, but their spirit lives on in people who
work here, the products that we make and the ser-
vice we extend to our customers.
